An established framework ...

e Clean Energy for All Europeans Package
2018 and 2019

e A solid basis for energy market
integration, renewables deployment and
energy efficiency promotion

e Existing regulatory framework and funding
instruments to promote energy efficiency,
building renovation and renewables
deployment at building, neighbourhood
and district level

... impact to be scaled up

e Only 11% of existing building stock
undergoes renovation each year

e Renovation works only rarely address
energy performance of buildings

e Currently, annual weighted average of
energy renovation is only 1%

e Renovation is held back by barriers
throughout the value chain
